1. Confirmation of the previous minutes

3. Comments from student and staff representatives 

i. Comments from the first-year representative 

a. Mr. Leung reported that some students had expressed an interest in helpingwith 
the Physics Department Open Day on October 14.

Mr. Boyce replied that The University 
had not informed the Department about this, but that he would enquire about the 
situation at the next Physics Department Staff Meeting. 

[Post-Meeting Note: At the Physics Department staff meeting on September 29, 
the Head of Department, Prof. Cheng, said that the University had made no 
special provision for students to take leave during the Census period, but that he 
would consider student requests to participate on a one-by-one basis.]

iv. Comments from the postgraduate representative 

Mr. Ng reported that some postgraduates were worried about the heavy workload 
involved with the Physics Department Open Day. Dr. Ling replied that undergraduate 
involvement would help to spread the workload and that mainland Chinese 
postgraduates would also be helping with preparation for the Open Day. Dr. Boyce 
agreed to raise the matter at the next Physics Department Staff Meeting.  

[Post-Meeting Note: The matter was raised at the Physics Department staff meeting on 
September 29 and it was generally felt that the involvement of undergraduates would 
help to alleviate the workload of postgraduate students.]
